Climate change

» has broad-reaching impacts, notably affecting the
younger generation and marginalized groups such
as the homeless and those living in poverty. Dispro-
portionately, climate change has a more pronounced
effect on already disadvantaged populations, par-
ticularly in the global south. The urgency to take
immediate action arises from mounting scientific
evidence that climate change is accelerating, lead-
ing to extreme weather events, rising sea levels, and
threats to biodiversity.

Rising temperatures

» lead to water scarcity, triggering climate migration
and conflicts over resources, fueling socioeconomic
issues.

» such as the delayed onset of winter in November,
indicate unnatural circumstances. Environmental im-
balances, as witnessed in Slovenia, Italy, and Greece
this year, have exposed unprepared mechanisms,
leading to severe consequences like floods and
wildfires that have resulted in numerous casualties.
Long-term effects, including irreversible environ-
mental destruction, are evident.
